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SERGEI RACHMANINOFF.

They write to us from Amsterdam:

After his triumphant performance at the penultimate subscription concert, it was inevitable
that Rachmaninoff's chamber music evening would once again be an uninterrupted success.
For his great pianistic qualities, which at the time did not come to the fore so clearly during
the interpretation of his own work, accompanied by weighty orchestral accompaniment, were
now to be perceived in all their versatility and superiority. Naturally, the pianist
Rachmaninoff is no more a modern figure than the composer. His pianistic style is that of the
classical school; but it is, then, also one of great style and broad allure. For that is, after all,
how you hear him best: as the focal point of a large, reverent crowd of listeners; just as Liszt
did in the past.

Rachmaninoff is not a pianist, who knows us in every way in that respect, it also brings
something new. Yet he deepened all that was known; he certainly knows how to bestow
something strongly personal and something flawless within the framework of the work of the
great masters of the previous century.

He is one of the last masters of a great lineage of pianists that died out with Romanticism,
from which it derived its strength, and which is unfortunately being replaced by all too much
modern mediocrity.
