Common Englishman Would Not Fight America.

“they are feelings, great numbers of Americans do not understand
and have indeed taken great pains not to understand. Jut to the
common Briton, fighting Americans would have much the same
relation to fighting other peoples that Cannibalism would have to
eating meat. I hear a certain type of American over here slowly
and heavily debating the Lughes proposals on the assumption
that there may be a war of America against Britain and Jupan.
Such an assumption is—if I may be permitted the word—idotic.
Measses Would Demand to Fight on Our Side.

As a people, the British have not been thinking very much |
about the Pacifie question. They have been preoceupied by Ire.
land and their own economic troubles. But if that question pres-
ently moves towards a level nf intensity where war is possible let
there be no mistake about it in Japan, the ordinary English will
