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The second symphonic concert was almost entirely devoted to the works of the renowned 
composer Rachmaninoff. This concert fully showcased the great qualities of the orchestra, 
reformed after the summer season, as well as the talent and musicality of its conductor, Mr. 
Wyleżyński. The concert began with Beethoven's sublime Leonore Overture No. 3, followed 
by Rachmaninoff's Piano Concerto No. 2 in C minor, performed with the orchestra. 
Rachmaninoff plays with great passion, a certain nervous energy, and constant tempo 
changes; Mr. Wyleżyński was therefore entrusted with the extremely difficult task of 
accompaniment, which he accomplished admirably, to the composer's satisfaction. The 
performance of Rachmaninoff's Orchestral Fantasy was also praised, the orchestra accurately 
conveying the main idea and the poetic subtleties of the work. Besides the piano concerto, 
Rachmaninoff performed several of his own preludes. His work is dominated by the immense 
singing of powerful melodies – beyond that, we encounter a wide variety of moods. The 
excellence of the compositions and the depth of the musical ideas make them true 
masterpieces. Es-moll.
