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The piano recital given by Mr. Rachmaninoff at the Théâtre des Champs-Élysées deserves to 
be called sensational. It was before an enthusiastic audience that this beautiful evening 
unfolded, during which the eminent artist showcased his personal interpretive style. 
His rich, deep bass tones underpin a sound structure that is intelligently constructed and 
luminously airy. Obviously, one can say some of his interpretations are open to discussion, 
particularly in Chopin's Fantasy (Op. 49), which he interprets with a very pronounced rubato, 
but there is never any distortion, and this never ceases to hold the listener's interest. Great 
success also for the famous Preludes that earned Mr. Rachmaninoff his worldwide fame.
